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Peade:

Richard Wolin, in his book The Seduction of Un-
reason (2004), makes the case, citing a signi-
ficant number of intellectuals, that “War is the
primary politics of everything that lives”; that
“War is an intoxication beyond all bonds”; that
“Conlflict is life. Man’s value depends upon his
aggressive strength” (p. 160). Even if this claim
is'only partially true, it nonetheless suggests that
the onus lies with those of us who hope for pea-
ce in communities that.are now almost inevita-
bly diverse and threaded through with tribalizing
social media, that we articulate what sort of
education might promote citizens who strive mi-
ghtily for peace.
